A few weeks ago a ball became lodged behind one of the elements in the heater on court 2.

It stayed there till it melted and dropped to the floor as a mass of hot molten rubber.

You can see the damage that it has done to the floor.

It is obviously not a common occurrence but the new heaters have a different configuration to the old ones and it just might happen again.

We are looking into the possibility of wire mesh guards for the heaters but in the meantime

PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE  if ,when you are playing, a ball gets stuck either in or on the heater would you please report it immediately to a committee member or to the Reception.

If we cannot knock it out at least we can turn the heater off until it is fixed.

HEATERS AND VENTILATORS

We have been addressing the ongoing problems of the courts being too hot (court 3) and too cold (court 1). We are also trying to get the best balance of heat and ventilation to correct the wet walls problems.

The heaters are on time switches and are controlled by thermostats.  ESR recommend a temperature of 15̊  + or – 3̊ . The temperature should be measured at 1 metre above the ground at the T.

We have our thermostats up on the walls so we set them at 18̊.  Court 1 has been too cold so we have raised the level and court 3 too warm so we have lowered it. 

The new ventilators do their job well but they need to be balanced by the heaters. We don’t want to heat up the court then suck all the warm air out.

The weather conditions this year have again been abnormal.

Trying to find the best settings is very much trial and error. 

We, this week, have again made some changes and we now think we have a pretty good balance. 

If, when you play, you think there should still be some improvements please put your comments in the maintenance book.
